Answer: The estate of Christ's humiliation was that low condition,
wherein He for our sakes, emptying Himself of His glory,
took upon Him the form of a servant, in His conception and
birth, life, death, and after His death, until His resurrection.

Question 48: How did Christ humble Himself in His life?

Answer: Christ humbled Himself in His life, by subjecting Himself
to the law, which He perfectly fulfilled; and by conflicting
with the indignities of the world, temptations of Satan, and
infirmities in His flesh, whether common to the nature of
man, or particularly accompanying that His low condition.

Order of Worship for the Home — The Week of September 26, 2010

Praise
Call to Worship (everyone together)
