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Discussion Questions

2.	 How is the righteousness that God requires greater than the righteousness 
	 of the scribes and the Pharisees?

3. 	What does Jesus mean when He says that He has not come to abolish the Law 
	 or the Prophets, but to fulfill them? (see Luke 24.13-49; 2 Corinthians 1.20)

4.	 How does Jesus relate to the Old Testament? Do we share the same doctrine 
	 of Scripture?

5. 	Why is Matthew 5.20 bad news and good news at the same time? 

6.	 What is the Lord teaching us about living a righteous life in Christ? How 
	 should we pray for His help in applying what we are learning?
