Advent falls in winter, at the end of the year, in the dark and 
cold, but its focus is on the coming of light and life, when the Ancient 
of Days becomes a young child and says, ‘Behold, I make all things new.’ 
The Latin root of the familiar word ‘Advent’ is veni. It speaks of ‘coming’, 
the coming of Christ in every way.	 —Malcolm Guite
